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Keeping Everyone Safe

All leaders and associates working with MIYPS have a responsibility for the safeguarding and protection of children.

All adults must remember that the welfare of children is the paramount consideration of MIYPS.

The vast majority of adults working with MIYPS act professionally, providing a supportive and safe secure environment.

MIYPS has a clear policy relating to Safeguarding and Child Welfare Best Practice policies available from MIYPS.

What follows are summary points and guidance notes on these issues.

If you have concern over the welfare of any child you should alert the following person:

· All children will be treated equally and with respect and dignity; 

· The welfare of each child will always be put first; 
· You must not discuss or make inappropriate or insensitive remarks to the children;
· You should be aware that even well intentioned physical contact might be misconstrued;
· You should not promise any child confidentiality if they wish to tell you something or disclose information of a sensitive nature to you;
· You should avoid confrontation, demeaning or humiliating behaviour;
· You must behave in a manner which is a role model to children;
Avoid where possible one to one situations. If this is not possible within the role you are undertaking then, please ask for guidance from the Nominated leaders and the Principal.
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If a child Discloses to you;
Do
· Listen

· Do reassure the child

· Do tell them you will have to inform the Principal and the nominated Safeguarding and Child Welfare leader.

DO NOT
· Do not promise confidentiality

· Do not ask leading questions

· Do not investigate
